An alternative route will be signed via Greenbank Road, Bondgate, St Augustine’s Way, 
Northgate and via Northgate, Corporation Road, Salisbury Terrace, Greenbank Road. 
 
The Order is necessary to allow works by Northumbrian Water to repair a sewer. 
 

The maximum duration of the temporary closure under this Order is 18 months 

commencing from 18th June 2025, it is anticipated that the closure will be effective for 10
